C.  Minutes:

The April 19, 2016, meeting minutes were reviewed and accepted by membership.  The minutes will be posted to the FEA Website at http://www.oklahoma.feb.gov/ArkansasFEA.htm

D.	Guest Speaker – Normal Gilchrest, Combined Federal Campaign for Greater Arkansas/Mid-South (CFC).  Mr. Gilchrest spoke about the CFC.  He related the history of it and how it made it easy for federal employees to make donations to nonprofit charities.  Employees love it because they can contribute through payroll deductions.   There will be changes in the CFC platform and the administration of the campaigns.  OPM will have contractors for Campaign Coordinators plus all pledges will be electronic.  There will no longer be pledge parties or competitions.  OPM is also doing away with on the spot cash donations.  OPM wants more consistency in the campaigns across the nation and control of the process. He stated that Greater Arkansas had joined with Mid-South which increased the campaign coverage area.   Mr. Gilchrest would like to build a board of directors in Memphis, which is part of Mid-South, and has asked if anyone had counter parts in that location to let him know.
       E.  Committee Reports:
1)  COOP – There will be a meeting with FEMA next month about the exercise.
2)  Weather Watch Committee – No change.

3)  Retirement Seminar – There is a pre-retirement seminar for mid-career employees (5 to 15 years of federal service) in August.  

4)  Arkansas FEA Website – No change.
5) Local Federal Coordinating Committee (LFCC) –The new chair is LTC B.J. Vincent as of May.  The CFO submitted the comments to OPM objecting to the rule changes. 
6) Budget Committee – According to a note that Angela Uekman sent to Lisa, the balance is approximately $3,500.00.  The awards cost approximately $2400.00.  The future retirement seminars will bring in additional money.
(7) By-Laws Committee – Angela Uekman raised an issue with the nomination of both LaNita Daniels and Stephanie Crimarco to officer posts within FEA.   Daniels and Crimarco are from the same organization, and Daniels is the Director/Chief.  Only the directors/chiefs of an organization can be officers in FEA.  Only officers can vote according to the By-Laws (Art. 3, §§ 1 and 2 and Article 4, §2.) at this time.  There is one vote per organization.  The committee discussed three options: 1) appoint a new Secretary/Treasurer; 2) amend the By-Laws; 3) There will only be one vote for Daniels/Crimarco instead of two votes.
Bob Crawford made a proposal and referred amending the By-Laws to the President for a vote at the next meeting.  All members will be given notice that it will be considered at the July meeting and voted upon.
(8) FEA EOY Committee – The ceremony went well.  There were 26 nominations for Employee of the Year.  Five teams received nominations for the Team of the Year.  103 people attended.
